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Happy October, Montague!

Fall is in full swing and we're busy making building improvements at all three
Montague Public Libraries!

The Millers Falls Branch is temporarily closed for renovation while the walls get
painted, the carpeting is replaced, and the layout is reconfigured. It's our goal to
make the space more versatile, so we can host more programs, expand our
services, and create a cozy space where patrons can relax and read or hang out.
The branch will re-open at the end of October and new furniture, including a
new circulation desk, will be installed by mid-December. Check our website for
updates.

At the same time, the Montague Center Branch is having its windowsills
repaired and repainted, which is the last step in that building’s window
replacement project.

Next, starting early October, the Carnegie Library’s basement will be renovated.
Data and electrical outlets will be added upstairs to support staff work,
damaged wall paneling and ceiling tiles will be replaced in the basement, and
the heating and cooling system will be upgraded. These changes will allow
library staff to move their workstations out of the local history room, which will
become public space for study and for programs. Better climate control in the
basement will also ensure that our most delicate historic materials can be safely
preserved. It is not anticipated that this work will affect library operations.

Finally, as many of you know, MPL'’s Trustees and | applied to the state’s
construction program last spring, with the hope of funding either an expansion
of the Carnegie Library or a brand-new library building on Avenue A in Turners
Falls. Grant award announcements were originally supposed to go out in
October, but that date has been pushed back by the state to early January. Rest
assured, we'll let everyone know as soon as we hear whether our application
has been funded.
